Request eight (8) Teacher Evaluations: DO NOT FORGET TO WRITE YOUR NAME ON ALL OF THESE.  You must give one to every teacher that you have THIS semester.  You may not give one to a teacher from last semester.  If you do not have 8 classes this semester because you leave early for any reason at all, you MUST let Mrs. Holland know.

    Attend one of the six (6) Student Essay Writing Sessions

Please bring completed forms mentioned above and be prepared to write one paragraph on each of five prompts prepared on a pre-printed handout.  Bring only a pen or pencil to write.  All other personal items will be left at the door.  This will be a treated as a quiet testing environment so that you may have time to contemplate and give your best work.  You will be evaluated more on content than your writing style. Please note, if you take longer to write, you may need to attend more than one of the above writing sessions.  You will need to plan accordingly.
Failure to complete any portion of this process by Friday, March 11, 2016, will affirm that you are NOT interested in being considered for membership in the National Junior Honor Society, and it will therefore eliminate you from consideration.
It is the student’s responsibility to make sure all information is received on or before the above-mentioned deadline.  Any student with incomplete documentation will not be considered.  Please do NOT deliver the paperwork to the front office. If you turn it into the front office, it will NOT be accepted…the student must return all forms in person to Mrs. Holland.
